Marine Channel 6 (VHF) will be monitored regarding any bridge construction activities potentially impacting marine users.
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A key goal of the Pitt River Bridge and Mary Hill Interchange Project is to manage traffic flow during

construction to maximize predictability and minimize disruption for commuters, goods movers,

residents, marine users and the public.
