Location the activity will take place (e.g. geographical location or Latitude and Longitude):

West of the Existing Port Mann Bridge in Construction Zone 1, Zone 2 & Zone 3.
Hours of operation and start and end times/dates (eg. 8-5, Monday to Friday/daylight hours etc):
June 15, 2009, the D.B. General along with a flat scow will be moored at approximately 0700 on the border between Construction Zone 2 (working passages) and Zone 3 (main navigational passage) for the remainder of the week.   
June 16, 2009, two derick barges and two flat scows will be moored at approximately 0600 in Construction Zone 1 (Essondale Passage) for the remainder of the week.  

Description of activity taking place and any restrictions to the waterway (eg. closing a channel etc.):
June 15, 2009, the D.B. General and an equipment barge will be moored on the border between Zone 2 and Zone 3, west of the main tower of the existing Port Mann Bridge.  These barges will begin setup and installation of false work pile in support of the N1 footing for the remainder of the week beginning June 15, 2009.
June 16, 2009, two derick barges and two flat scows will be moored in Construction Zone 1 around the Essondale Passage.  These barges will begin installation of a trestle from the Coquitlam shore, for construction access, and setup for a test pile at the N4 Pier location.  These operations will be occuring for the remainder of the week beginning June 15, 2009.
